Interim Executive Director. Having been the Allegra director from 2005 
- 2008, I am quite familiar with the choirs, and I am thrilled to also be  
conducting Allegra once again! I had a wonderful week working with  
Allegra and our new accompanist Jennifer Greene at camp, and I know it 
is going to be an exciting season. 

The Executive Director position is the result of an initiative derived from 
the Board of Director’s Strategic Plan designed to move the Seattle Girls’ 
Choir into a new era of growth and sustainability. I look forward to 
working with the board to guide the organization towards strategic goals 
which include: increased visibility of SGC in the greater Seattle area, 
strengthening fundraising strategies to support scholarships and growth, 
and fostering relationships within and beyond our choir community. All 
of these objectives support the high quality of instruction and artistic  
performance that is the hallmark of the Seattle Girls’ Choir. 

Our summer months have been busy at the SGC office. We are planning 
for a new website over the next few months, and we have an updated 
Facebook page. Even before our next set of auditions in late August, our 
enrollment has increased from last year. Both of our summer camps were 
a huge success. We had four sets of day camps over two weeks taught by 
Sarah Bartolome and Mary Anne Braund (with PV assistants) which 
served sixty students in full and half day settings. Sixty-eight girls  
attended our week-long overnight camp at Ft. Flagler supported by six 
faculty and nearly twenty parent volunteers and chaperones. In addition 
to rehearsals and electives students enjoyed hiking on the beach, an  
exciting scavenger hunt, and our traditional activities such as campfire, 
the night walk, and our “Celebrities” theme banquet. We also recognized 
camp parent volunteers who are completing their years of service at 
camp: Celia Castle, Sernya Codd, Amy Schlueter, & Stacia Cammarano. 
As a reminder, parent volunteers are critical to the success of our SGC 
programs. Please consider volunteering your time or skills this year so 
that we can best serve our girls! 

As we head into the start of our season, we already have some exciting 
plans in place. Prime Voci will be performing at a fundraiser in Bellevue 
in support of World Vision, a humanitarian organization that  works to 
tackle the causes of poverty and injustice worldwide.
